¿Recuerdas los tiempos verbales en presente que ya hemos visto, presente 

simple y presente continuo?  

En pasado también existe un pasado simple y otro continuo, que 

aprenderemos a utilizar. 

A la hora de estudiar el Pasado Simple verás que hay dos tipos de verbos:  

a.- Regulares añaden –ED a su forma base para formar el pasado simple en 

afirmativa (en negativa e interrogativa no): 

Son ejemplos de verbos regulares:  

PLAY-PLAYED, STUDY-STUDIED, WATCH/WATCHED, 

TRAVEL/TRAVELED, NEED/NEEDED, WANT/WANTED, etc 
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 b.- Irregulares tienen una forma distinta a la forma base tanto para pasado 

simple como para participio pasado que tendrás que estudiar. Nosotros 

utilizaremos la segunda columna del pasado para las oraciones 

afirmativas.

EJEMPLOS:  I SANG/ SHE RAN/ THEY SPOKE (solo se utiliza en afirmativa) 
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*ESTRUCTURA DEL PASADO SIMPLE PARA VERBOS REGULARES E 

IRREGULARES EN AFIRMATIVA, NEGATIVA E INTERROGATIVA: 

AFFIRMATIVE NEGATIVE INTERROGATIVE 

I bought/played I didn’t buy /play Did I buy/play? 

You bought/played You didn’t buy/play Did you buy/play? 

He bought/played He didn’t buy/play Did he buy/play? 

She bought/played She didn’t buy/play Did she buy/play? 

It bought/played It didn’t buy/play Did it buy/play? 

We bought/played We didn’t buy/play Did we buy/play/play? 

You bought/played You didn’t buy/play Did you buy/play? 

They bought/played They didn’t buy/play Did they buy/play? 

 

*NO!!!  We didn’t bought/played (INCORRECT)   We didn’t buy/play   

¡ CAMBIA SOLO LA FORMA AFIRMATIVA! 

B) Cambios Ortográficos de los VERBOS REGULARES (AFIRMATIVA) 

Algunos verbos regulares cambian la grafía antes de añadir “-ed”. 

1. Los verbos que acaban en –E sólo añaden -d.  

 Live - Lived / Invite - Invited / Smoke - Smoked / Like - Liked 

2. Verbos que acaban en CONSONANTE + VOCAL + CONSONANTE 

(CVC) y se acentúan en la última sílaba (agudas), doblan la última 

consonante.  

 Stop - Stopped / Plan - Planned / Travel - Travelled / Chat - Chatted / Cancel 

- Cancelled 

3. Los verbos que acaban en CONSONANTE + y, cambian la –Y por –i 

antes de añadir –ED, pero los que finalizan en VOCAL + y, 

simplemente añaden –ed. 

 Study - Studied / Carry - Carried (transportar, llevar) / Try - Tried (intentar) 

 Play - Played / Stay - Stayed (permanecer, alojarse, quedarse) 

C) EXPRESIONES DE TIEMPO PARA PASADO SIMPLE: 

 Las expresiones de tiempo se colocan al final o al principio de la oración. 

Algunos ejemplos: yesterday (ayer), last week (la semana pasada), ago 

(hace…), last month (el mes pasado), last year (el año pasado).
